She completed the 5th distribution for Property Tax 
Revenue and disbursed funds to proper accounts. Payroll taxes, IMRF and 3rd 
quarter Reports are completed. All bank accounts are reconciled as of October 31, 
2025. 

 Next up IPARKS Insurance Annual fee will be due early by Jan 1st 2026. They have 
changed the renewal month. The payment in May reflected the prorated amount of 
32375.00. The IPRF Work Comp Insurance rate will have an increase of 3600.00 for 
2026. Total annual fee 28620.00 with first payment due Jan 1st 2026
