Jessica Franks reported the CITP program had over 6000 cars drive through. We had
5 new events this year. The profit from Jingle Bell Roll will be used for concerts in the
park and an additional contribution from Battery Specialists will be added. She is
working on the May 15t concert. Also, this year the Car Cruise club will have events
from May 15t to Oct 9% with an approved trunk or treat to finish up the season. The
planning for Easter egg hunt is underway and it was decided to keep at Jaynes Park.
The ball season at Hafliger field is scheduled. Also, the farmers market will be
added to park events this year.

Linda Moomey reported the first payment was sent to Landmark Aquatics for
577695.95.
