Miller went over an agreement with Midwest Environmental Consultants for phase 1 
that includes 3 tasks to be completed for park testing. The amounts are in the range 
of $6900.00 to $8900.00 for them to begin the process. Craggs made a motion to 
accept this agreement with Phillips second.

Maintenance Supervisor, Recreation Director, Office Administrator Reports  

Ben Dempsey reported the crew has finished the dug-out repairs and ceiling 
installation at Don Brag Sports Complex. They have been busy mowing and 
weeding. They have been getting all ball fields ready for the season to start. Red 
Bland opening day is May 9th. He had one large tree fall that was cleaned up. 

 Evan Mitchell reported he is making connections and getting band commitments for 
music in the park. More to come when he officially starts April 29th. He is looking 
forward to working with the Park District. 

Linda Moomey read her report. All payroll taxes for March 2026 completed, IMRF 
reports for March are done and paid. All Bank accounts for March are reconciled 
and reviewed with Sue Phillips. Paid all bills due. Uploading files to Sikich has 
begun. Emails for office staff are set up. She attended class for CCHD at extension 
office. Scheduled Health insurance zoom meeting. Worked with Ben and Bev on 
baseball schedules and concession stand start up, Assist with Mindful Miles event, 
Music event by Bustin Loose on May 1st along with Car Cruise and the Farmers 



market.  She welcomes Evan as recreational director and looks forward to him 
coming in.
